Liberia and UN Launch $883 Million Cooperation Framework to

Monrovia, Liberia ς A new era of partnership and progress has begun! The Government of 

Liberia and the United Nations have signed a landmark US$883 million Cooperation Framework 

(UNCF), charting a bold course for 2026ς2030. This strategic roadmap aims to deliver inclusive, 

resilient, and sustainable development, reaffirming a shared vision for a peaceful and 

prosperous Liberia. 

At the signing ceremony, Finance and Development Planning Minister Augustine Kpehe 

Ngafuan hailed the partnership as άtested and strengthened through challenging times,έ 

emphasizing that the framework is about more than άbig numbers and big plansέτitΩs about 

real results for Liberians. 



 

UN Resident Coordinator Christine Umutoni described the agreement as a major milestone, 

aligning with LiberiaΩs ARREST Agenda for Inclusive Development, Vision 2030, Agenda 2063, 

and the Sustainable Development Goals. άThis framework reaffirms our vision of a Liberia 

where everyoneτespecially children, youth, women, and the most vulnerableτcan thrive,έ she 

said.

UN@80 in Liberia: A Celebration of Partnership, People, and Progress 

As the United Nations marked its 80th anniversary, Liberia commemorated the milestone with a 

powerful series of communityȤdriven events that highlighted the UNΩs enduring commitment to 



partnership, inclusive development, and grassroots engagement. Under the unifying theme 

άOne Liberia, One UN, One Future: 80 Years of Partnership and Progress,έ the UN family, 

Government of Liberia, civil society, and local communities came together to demonstrate what 

collaborative action looks like in practice. 

 A Cleaner Monrovia: Advocacy Through Action 

The celebrations began with a dynamic citywide cleanup campaign led by the Monrovia City 

Corporation (MCC), the Government of Liberia, and the UN in Liberia. Volunteersτranging from 

UN staff and government officials to private sector workers and neighborhood residentsτ

fanned across central Monrovia armed with brooms, rakes, and determination. The initiative 

reinforced a core message: environmental sanitation is not an event, but a shared responsibility. 

 UN Resident Coordinator Christine N. Umutoni underscored this, noting that the cleanup was a 

symbolic recommitment to building a healthier, cleaner, and more resilient Liberia.

Health for All: Walking, Screening, and Caring Together 

Health advocacy took center stage during the UN@80 Health Walk, where hundreds marched 

in solidarity for wellness, unity, and inclusion. The walk culminated in a spirited sports event 

between the UN and the Government of Liberiaτan embodiment of teamwork beyond the 

boardroom. 



The energy carried into a weekȤlong Mobile Clinic, which brought vital health services closer to 

communities. More than 8,300 people accessed screenings for eye health, breast cancer, family 

planning, malaria, HIV, and hepatitis. The partnership with Jahmale Medical Solutions and 

OneSight helped deliver quality care, including reading glasses and referrals, while success 

stories like those of Cindy Weltee and Marie Daniel highlighted the lifeȤchanging impact of 

accessible health services. 

 With over 6,400 family planning commodities distributed across six counties, and 47% going to 

firstȤtime users, the outreach underscored the UNΩs commitment to universal health coverage 

and informed reproductive choices.

The UN@80 commemorations extended beyond Monrovia to Kakata, Margibi County, where 

UNDP, FAO, EPA, UN Volunteers, and local authorities hosted an inspiring Climate Action Day. 

More than 400 coconut trees were planted, accompanied by a citywide cleanup and youthȤled 

volunteer activities. 

 UNDP Deputy Resident Representative Louis Kuukpen emphasized that tree planting is both 

symbolic and practicalτan investment in climate resilience and greener urban spaces. The 

engagement of youth and ecoȤbrigades highlighted the transformative role of volunteerism in 

environmental stewardship.

Keeping Girls in School: Sanitary Pads Initiative Makes Strides in 

Rivercess County

In Rivercess County, Liberia, adolescent girls are celebrating a breakthrough: they can now stay 

in school during menstruation. Thanks to UNFPA and UNICEFΩs joint initiative under the Nurture, 

Empower, and Protect (NEP) Programme, schools are receiving sanitary pads alongside 

comprehensive sexuality education (CSE). 

Before this intervention, many girls missed classes or dropped out entirely due to lack of 

menstrual hygiene products and stigma. άBack then, you didnΩt want your period to start on 

campus because you had no pads, and boys would bully you,έ recalls Grace Togar, a 12th grader 

and leader of the Adolescent Girls Advisory Panel. 

The programme goes beyond pads. It has established 20 school health clubs, fostering open 

discussions on menstrual hygiene, family planning, and STI prevention. Guidance Counselor 

Decontee Paye notes that myths about family planning are being dispelled, and teenage 

pregnancyτcurrently at 55% in Rivercessτis being addressed. 

Importantly, attitudes are shifting among boys. άWe used to laugh at girls when they were 

bleeding,έ admits Titus Ponnie, an 11th grader. άNow, we understand and support them.έ 

To sustain progress, stakeholders stress the need for improved WASH facilities and continued 

community engagement. UNFPA plans to expand pad banks to 200 schools across Montserrado, 

Grand Gedeh, and Rivercess Counties with support from UNICEF and funding from the Embassy 

of Ireland.
